DEPARTMENTAL NEWS  
Road safety for students  
Ensuring your child has basic road safety skills goes a long way to mak-
ing sure they get to school safely. 
You are your child’s best road safety teacher. By setting a good example 
when you are out and about, your child will feel more confident when 
walking to school.  
There are some simple things to remember when walking to school: 

Young children should always be accompanied by an adult. 
Parents walking with primary school aged children should point out the 

dangers and discuss important road safety actions such as cross-
ing roads, watching for traffic and other safe pedestrian behaviour.  

Show your child the safest route to and from school – this is usually 
the way with the least traffic and the fewest roads to cross.  

Encourage your child to cross roads where there are traffic lights or a 
school crossing supervisor. 

Teach your child the ‘stop, look, listen and think’ principle – stop at the 
kerb, look right, look left, look right again, listen for any oncoming 
cars and think “is it safe to cross?” before crossing.
