Have your say on the Queensland Education Performan ce 
Review  
Parents, caregivers and other members of our school community are 
reminded that there is still time to provide feedback to Professor Geoff 
Masters’ recommendations for lifting education standards in Queen-
sland’s primary schools. 
Professor Masters’ report, A Shared Challenge: Improving Literacy, Nu-
meracy and Science Learning in Queensland Primary Schools, was pre-
sented to Premier Anna Bligh and Education and Training Minister Geoff 
Wilson on 1 May.  
It contains five key recommendations to improve the performance of 
Queensland primary schools in literacy, numeracy and science.

Submissions on the findings and recommendations will be considered in 
the development of the Queensland Government’s response to the re-
port. The consultation period closes on Friday 29 May. 

NAPLAN tests  
Like all schools nationwide, some of our students are participating in the National Assessment Program – Liter-
acy and Numeracy (NAPLAN) tests this week (12 - 14 May). 
Students in Years 3, 5, 7 and 9 will be assessed in the areas of Reading, Writing, Language Conventions 
(spelling, grammar and punctuation) and Numeracy. Within the Numeracy test Year 7 and 9 students undertake 
a calculator-allowed test, followed by a non-calculator test.  
We expect that the test results will be sent to our school in September this year, and an individual NAPLAN re-
port for each student will be sent home. These confidential reports will show your child’s results against key na-
tional information in each year level. 
Our school will use the information in a number of ways, primarily to better identify students requiring additional 
support, and to identify strengths and improvement areas in teaching programs. 
While the NAPLAN report is an important measure of how all students are performing, it is important to remem-
ber that it is only one aspect of the school’s assessment and reporting process.  
It does not replace the more extensive and informed judgements made by our highly skilled and experienced 
teachers. It is important that students receive ongoing support at home throughout the year in developing liter-
acy and numeracy skills.

Using language creatively 
Literacy involves using language to communicate effectively and to make meaning and sense of the world. 
Sometimes we are required to interpret and use language creatively, where words and phrases might be 
used in unexpected and unfamiliar ways. There are many ideas you can try to encourage your child to use 
language creatively. These include: describing people, places, events and objects in unusual and unex-
pected ways, as is done in poetry, plays, cartoons and videos, locating ways in which other speakers and 
writers use language in creative ways, for example, puns and word plays in TV and magazine advertise-
ments, rhyming and repeated sounds in picture books and reading the by-lines and captions in newspa-
pers, discussing favourite sayings and creating new ones together, sharing a love of language by talking 
about how language is used in different contexts and situations. Talk about your favourite poems, plays and 
stories and discuss with your child what you like about the author’s style.
