DEPARTMENTAL NEWS  
Human Swine Influenza   
Queensland schools have played an important role in helping contain the 
spread of H1N1 Influenza 09 (Human Swine Influenza) in Queensland. With 
Australia now moving to a new ‘protect’ phase, Queensland’s policy of school 
exclusions and closing schools to students will conclude at the end of term 
on Friday June 26. In line with this decision, the seven-day time-out guide-
lines for students entering Queensland from areas of concern, including  
Mexico, the United States of America, Canada, Panama, Japan, Chile and 
Argentina or students that are returning from Victoria, will not apply after that 
date. It means for example, that any students visiting Victoria during the 
school holidays will be able to return to school immediately Term 3 begins. 
However if our school has a confirmed case, we may need to finish the term 
early this week. While restrictions are being eased, it is important to stay  
vigilant, practise good hygiene and seek medical advice if children are  
showing the symptoms of Human Swine Influenza. The symptoms of Human 
Swine Influenza are similar to those of seasonal influenza, including fever, 
cough, sore throat, runny or blocked nose, body aches, headache, chills and 
fatigue. 
Preventative measures include: 

washing hands frequently with soap and water or using an alcohol-based 
hand gel  

washing hands prior to touching eyes, nose or mouth  
when coughing or sneezing, covering the mouth and nose with tissues 

which should be disposed of.

Keep children at home if they are sick  
As school resumes for Term 3, parents are being urged to keep their children home if they are sick with flu-like symptoms. 
Queensland now has more than 1600 confirmed cases of Pandemic (H1N1) 2009 (Human Swine Influenza).   Symptoms of  
human swine flu are similar to seasonal influenza and include a fever, cough and/or sore throat. Other symptoms can include 
fatigue, myalgia, headache, body aches or chills. Queensland Health says one of the best ways to stop the spread of the flu is to 
keep sick children home and encourage good hygiene.  
If children are sick the best thing to do is keep them away from school and other events such as socials and sporting carnivals. 
This might mean that some children will miss interstate and other planned school trips.  
People generally have to be mindful that there are some who are more at risk from swine flu so those who are sick need to do the 
right thing and stay at home from school and work. School closures remain an option in very limited circumstances but the  
likelihood of disruption during the new school term has lessened.   Queensland is now in the “protect” phase in managing the 
influenza outbreak and parents need to be aware that while most people who contract the flu are making rapid and full recovery, 
some who are particularly vulnerable need to seek medical help at the onset of flu-like symptoms. The essence of the “protect” 
phase is to concentrate on the early treatment of those in the community who may be more vulnerable to severe outcomes if they 
contract the virus. Those identified as being vulnerable include pregnant women, Indigenous Australians, people with respiratory 
disease (including asthma and COPD), heart disease, diabetes, renal and liver disease, obesity and immunosuppression. If you 
have any questions regarding symptoms or illness, contact your general practitioner or call Queensland Health on 13 Health (13 
43 25 84)  For education related questions, contact your school principal.

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Education Tax Refund – Don't forget to claim 
 
How do I claim the Education Tax Refund? 
· In your tax return. 
· If you don't lodge a tax return, claim on a separate form or over the phone. 
If you use a tax agent, make sure you ask them to claim for you. 
 
The Education Tax Refund lets you claim up to 50 per cent of eligible education expenses 
for school children. If you are eligible, you can get back up to $375 for each primary student 
and up to $750 for each secondary student. 
 
You can claim things like text books, stationery and even internet costs. Remember, you 
need to keep all receipts for expenses you claim. 
 
If you receive Family Tax Benefit Part A for a child at primary or secondary school, you will 
be eligible. Some other people are eligible too. To find out more about this and other infor-
mation such as what you can and can't claim go to www.australia.gov.au/
educationtaxrefund or call the Tax Office on 13 28 61.
