Education Tax Refund — refundable tax offset 
The Government will introduce a 50 per cent Education Tax Refund on eligible educational expenses from 1 July 
2008. Eligible families can claim up to $750 for each child undertaking primary school studies (that is, a refund of up 
to $375 per child, per year) and $1,500 for each child undertaking secondary school studies (that is, a refund of up to 
$750 per child, per year). These amounts will be indexed annually from 1 July 2009. 
 The Education Tax Refund will help working families meet the cost of educating their children through primary and 
secondary school. The Education Tax Refund will apply to expenses incurred from 1 July 2008 and will be claimed 
upon assessment of a 2008� 09 income tax return. Those eligible will receive the full value of the Education Tax Re-
fund, regardless of their income tax liability.  This measure delivers on the Government's election commitment.
