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OneSchool

As a result of recent media stories, there may be some confusion about a new database which digitally stores the
records of Queensland state school students — this database is known as OneSchool. It is important to note that
staff from other schools cannot access information about students. Only one student ID photo can be stored in the
system and the inclusion of this photo is a school-based decision. OneSchool contains only those pieces of infor-
mation which are usually kept in every student’s existing file and simply replaces previous state school systems
which needed updating, including paper-based files and a 13-year-old computer system. Through the OneSchool
internal database, our teachers and principals are able to quickly, reliably and securely access the information they
need to meet the needs of the young people entrusted to their care. Parents and carers also need to know these
facts about the OneSchool program:

examples of student work are not stored in the system

OneSchool has been thoroughly tested by national experts that specialise in security and is safer than existing
systems the database has been developed in full consultation with the Queensland Teachers Union, the Queen-
sland Council of Parents and Citizens’ Associations, the Isolated Children’s Parents Association, and principals’
associations. In Queensland schools, the safety and security of students and staff remains a top priority and One-
School will provide a flexible, safe and comprehensive records management system for now and in the future.

Bullying — No Way!

It doesn't matter whether it's physical, psychological or
even cyber. Bullying is a concern that our school takes
very seriously and is working to address.

If you suspect your child is being bullied, you should
make an appointment with the teacher or school principal
to discuss your concerns.

Some signs of bullying include:

Loss of confidence

Changes in eating or sleeping habits, possibly bed-
wetting

Health problems such as headaches or stomach
aches

Unhappiness or mood swings with sudden temper
tantrums
Reluctance to go to school and changes in academic per-
formance.
What you can do:

Talk with your child about school and keep the lines
of communication open so children are more likely to con-
fide in you.

Encourage your child to feel okay to ask others for
help and to keep their own safety in mind.

Ensure your child knows how to report bullying and to
ask you for help when needed.

Report the incident to a teacher. Don't try to sort out
the situation yourself.

Make sure you are modelling healthy behaviours to
your child, especially in relation to conflict resolution and
anger management.

Help protect your child from harassment and cyber-
bullying by closely monitoring internet use and installing
free internet filters.
