DEPARTMENTAL NEWS  
National Assessment Program – Literacy and Numeracy  test results  
 In May, all students in Years 3, 5, 7 and 9 across Australia participated in the 
first common national tests for reading, writing, language conventions and nu-
meracy.  
 The results are now in, and the Queensland Studies Authority is in the proc-
ess of distributing results to schools across Queensland. These reports are 
now being distributed via schools to parents and carers. Every student who 
participated in these tests will receive an individual report containing their re-
sults.  This report provides a range of information about each child’s relative 
performance on the literacy and numeracy tests. It also contains a detailed 
guide on how to interpret these results. Parents and carers are encouraged to 
thoroughly read the report and the explanatory notes. These literacy and nu-
meracy results are used by schools and schooling systems to monitor school 
performance to ensure that they are meeting the educational needs of stu-
dents. While these tests are important ‘point-in-time’ indicators or ‘snapshots’, 
the results should be considered along with other information collected by our 
school about your child’s performance. If you have any questions or concerns 
about the national testing, please contact the principal.
