Every day counts at our school

Our school encourages all parents and members of our community to support the new State Government initiative to
improve student attendance. The new program — Every Day Counts — has four key messages: all children should be
enrolled and attend school on every school day, schools should monitor and create ways to improve attendance in
schools, attendance is the responsibility of everyone in the community, children may find themselves in unsafe situa-
tions if they choose not to attend or skip school. While most students attend school consistently, there is a small number
of students who are absent from school without an acceptable reason and this may harm their education. Going shop-
ping, visiting family, staying up late and being tired or extending school holidays are not acceptable reasons to be away
from school. Research shows that if your child has a record of good attendance, they are more likely to achieve high
results in the future. If your child is away, you need to let the school know the reasons beforehand, or within two days
of returning to school.
