Sometimes as a parent you may have trouble choosing a children’s book. One way to find the perfect book is 
to learn about what kinds of stories your child is interested in. 
For younger children, there are a variety of audio books available to borrow at libraries and purchase at book 
stores. Your child can listen to the story as they learn to read.  
This will not only keep them interested, but help them recognise important words and letters.

Remember to talk to your child to discover if he or she likes mystery or adventure stories or humorous books. 
This will not only make choosing a book easier, it will also make reading more enjoyable.  
 
Why reading stories matters  
Books help to develop your child’s language, knowledge and understanding, as they introduce young readers 
to a huge variety of new words and topics. If your child is familiar with books and reading, they will be better 
prepared to take advantage of all learning. Taking the time to read to your child, or introducing them to a num-
ber of different books will make them more comfortable reading at school. Reading is also a way for parents to 
spend quality time with their children and will help to build a stronger relationship between you and your child. 
Children learn by example, so watching you read and talking together about reading will show your child that 
reading is a valuable a skill and an excellent way to spend free time. If you would like more information about

Numeracy tips for parents and carers to help high s chool students  
To support your high school student’s efforts at school you can continue the lessons they learn in the class-
room by helping them to develop their numeracy skills at home. Some activities you could do include: 

asking for their help when using a map or street directory to travel to a new destination 
planning a family holiday including budget and travel times 
discussing what measurements you need for decorating or renovating a room. For example, “what measure-

ments do we need to make when buying a desk?” and “do we need to measure or will estimating be 
acceptable?” 

when assembling furniture read the assembly instructions and relate them to the real object. Discuss how 
two-dimensional drawings are related to three-dimensional items 

draw and discuss plans related to landscaping decisions around the home 
discuss the implications of time issues related to overseas locations 
use computer packages that create virtual rooms to help visualise what a room would look like, if planning 

renovations.
